In yet another unfortunate nod
to climate change, Barbera vines suffer from the floral disease Flavescence dorée that
causes the plants to shut down and the fruit to remain unripened. [...] As a result, Barbera
vines in Bricco delle Viole (one of two sites present in this blend, the other being Bricco
Bertone outside the Barolo area) were taken out. Barbera tends to produce wines
with high alcohol, but the Vajra team prefers to reach optimal fruit maturity and is less
concerned about alcohol. The grape always has high acidity, but that is “a problem that
is going away on its own,” says Isidoro Vaira. Bricco delle Viole gives the wine its floral
aromas and Bricco Bertone adds a sweet almond-like flavor. There is a seven- to eight-
day harvest difference between the two sites. This wine ages in large oak casks for 16
months.
